11 am — Estimated arrival at the New York Botanical Garden. The Garden’s dramatic vistas
become living canvases for work created by glass artist Dale Chihuly specifically for NYBG,
showcasing Chihuly’s signature organic shapes in brilliant colors. Several examples of these
graceful forms will be installed in the grand architecture of the landmark Victorian-style glass
conservatory, as well as throughout NYBG’s 250-acre National Historic Landmark landscape.
Each unique, sculptural creation highlights the connection of artwork to the natural world.

Dale Chihuly, an American artist, has mastered the translucent and transparent qualities of ice,
water, glass and neon, to create works of art that transform the everyday experience. He is
globally renowned for his ambitious site-specific installations in public spaces, as well as
exhibitions presented in museums and gardens worldwide.

Upon arrival, we are free to tour the Enid Haupt glass Conservatory on our own to view Dale
Chihuly’s sculptural pieces there, as well as the exhibition of his works on paper at the Mertz
Library’s Art Gallery.

Lunch is on our own at one of the cafes at the Botanical Gardens — or bring your own lunch to
picnic in the designated picnic areas.

Pine Tree Café — A family-friendly menu ranges from artisanal panini, Neapolitan-style pizza,
and signature salads to sweet treats and snacks.
